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1. MidBritons have key role in deciding

Eight out of every ten MidBritons voted at the last General Election, a considerably
higher strike rate than the rest of the population, of which only 61% reached for
the ballot. It means that any of three main political parties hoping to govern after
the forthcoming election, has to win a sizeable majority of this key group s support.

2. Cameron s Conservatives on course to win
General Election

Even though the latest ndings indicate that the Conservatives would comfortably
win if an election were held today, support in the face of the expenses scandal has
declined severely since the turn of the year. Some MidBritons say that they have
lost faith in the parliamentary system and the number of people who don t think
they would vote has increased. 37% of MidBritons would vote for the Conservative
Party, with Labour, the incumbent party s support at an alarming 8%. The Liberal
Democrats have just managed to keep Labour behind them in third place, with the
backing of 9%.
